Brookstone Offers Disaster Relief to Ravaged Gulf Coast Region 
In the wake of the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina and Hurricane Rita,
Brookstone Emergency Services contracted with several emergency service
agencies including the U.S. Army, U.S. Forest Service, FEMA, Homeland
Security, Jefferson Parish, the Louisiana National Guard, the Bureau of Land
Management and others to offer emergency relief to the effected regions.

Brookstone provided needed equipment
such as GIS Mapping Facility, tents, gener-
ators, chairs, wash basins, generators,
cots, hand wash stations, forklifts, light
towers, and computers that offered
mobile satellite T-1 Internet connections,

to facilitate military operations in Louisiana,
Mississippi and Texas. Brookstone has
deployed multiple employees to the hurri-
cane ravaged areas to manage the set-up
and maintenance of the equipment.

The GIS Mapping Facility on the Move
In the wake of Hurricane Katrina, the roads in Mississippi and Louisiana 
were covered in what seemed like an insurmountable amount o f  
debris. Immediately after the hurricane wreaked havoc, Brookstone Emergency
Services’ GIS Mapping Facility
was promptly requested for
deployment to Mississippi by a
Type-1 Incident Management
team. The purpose of deploying
the GIS Mapping Facility to
Mississippi was to help clear
the debris from the roads, and
allow for speedier emergency
response. This command struc-
ture facilitated operations like
logistics, finance, planning,
safety, and disseminating infor-
mation.

Brookstone Emergency Services’ GIS Mapping Facility effortlessly provided
assistance in the implementation and execution of the Military’s road clearing
efforts with the help of its added enhancements. For instance, the GIS Mapping

Facility includes hand-held GPS units which may be used to collect and transmit
pertinent data from the field to the GIS computer system. The trailer also can
stream live real-time video directly from the incident to the trailer, where the
video can then be edited and broadcast over the Internet. Furthermore, the trail-
er provides a transportable video studio that assists emergency agencies in prop-
erly disseminating time-sensitive information to the public. 

Another sought-after technology this GIS Mapping Facility offers is video map-
ping, where a laser range finder attaches to the video camera to pinpoint areas
that are hard to reach, and that might not be visible on the maps. Emergency
agencies such as FEMA and the Red Cross utilized this technology in Mississippi
to help them rescue the residents displaced by Hurricane Katrina.

Brookstone’s GIS Mapping Facility was a huge success in Mississippi proving
that it boasts all the amenities that are needed to provide a flawless perform-
ance in any emergency response incident. The functional GIS Mapping Facility
integrates cutting-edge technologies with an impeccable physical design. It has
10 technologically enhanced dual-monitor work stations complete with high vol-
ume DVD / CD burners, custom network / web server, the latest software, 42-
inch high speed plotter, laser printer, and two office printers. It also touts a flat
panel plasma television with DVD player and satellite TV that can project images
from any work station. The innovative trailer also comes equipped with the lat-
est in satellite Internet technology (1.5 Mbps upload, and 2 Mbps download).
The trailer also features a microwave and refrigerator. 

Brookstone Supports U.S. Army in Louisiana 
Brookstone Emergency Services contracted with the U.S. Army to set up and
maintain a life support area in Algiers, LA. Their primary purpose in New Orleans
was to establish order, and Brookstone was there to back up their efforts. The
Brookstone Emergency Services’ base camp was located on the Navy base in
Algiers, and was initially set up for 2,500 troops. The base camp provided cli-
mate controlled tents with AC & heat, showers, hand wash stations, laundry sta-
tions, generators, light towers, and portable water trucks, wireless Internet
access and refrigerator trucks. 

Brookstone’s GIS Mapping Facility Works its Way to Texas
While the GIS Mapping Facility was in Mississippi, Hurricane Rita hit Western
Louisiana and Eastern Texas. The devastation in both the states was wide-
spread, and there was a large amount of debris in the roads. In order to help
with both the clean-up operations and the rebuilding efforts, the GIS Mapping
Facility was deployed to Beaumont, TX to help with the latest disaster.  



Brookstone Deploys Satellite Camp to Texas
Brookstone Emergency Services deployed personnel and equipment to set up
and maintain a satellite camp in Jasper, TX, only a few hours north of
Beaumont. The camp housed several hundred people and offered climate con-
trolled tents, generators and light towers. These types of satellite camps
allowed emergency agencies to provide speedier relief in areas that were fur-
ther away from the main camp. The majority of the people who stayed at the
camp were emergency relief crews from California, New Mexico, Arizona and
Nevada, many of whom had previously worked with Brookstone. The camp
helped the emergency crews achieve their ultimate goal, to swiftly clear the
roads.

These sophisticated
units boast cutting-edge technologies, and are capable of managing large hel-
icopter relief operations. The 30-foot trailers are equipped with two VHF AM
radios, two VHF programmable radios, and traffic scanner.
